HERITAGE AT A GLANCE 

 

The Heritage School is an independent, coeducational, college preparatory day school enrolling 436 students in early childhood 

through twelfth grade, with 168 in the Upper School.  The school is located on a 62-acre suburban campus 35 miles southwest 

of Atlanta.  The Heritage School serves students in the South-Metro Atlanta area.  Founded in 1970, Heritage is recognized for 

its challenging academic program and for the variety and quality of its extracurricular activities and interscholastic athletics.  The 

Honor Code, administered by the studentsõ Honor Council and a faculty advisor, and the Student Government both play vital 

roles in the life of the school.  Heritage has a student/teacher ratio of 8:1 with an average class size of 16 students.

GRADING 

 

The Heritage School reports numeric grades each semester.  

Our grading scale is 100-90 = A, 89-80 = B, 79-73 = C,         

72-70 = D, 69-0 = F.  Final grades of C or higher in AP

There are 43 members of the Class of 2012.  This being the 

largest class in the schoolõs history, these students represent a 

large range of talents and interests in academics, the arts, and 

athletics.  These students reside in various communities around 

a tri-county area and represent a range of cultural and eco-

nomic backgrounds.  The class consists of 21 boys and 22 girls.

In May 2011, 71 of our students took 132 AP Exams in 15 

subjects; 50% of the scores were 3 or higher.   Ninety-five 

percent of the Class of 2012 will take at least one AP course, 

with the average AP courses taken over a three year period 

being 4.5 and the most being 9.  We recommend no more 

than one AP during their sophomore year, three during their 

junior year, and four during their senior year.  All students 

enrolled in an AP course take the exam.
